connections between our 

congregations. I sense 

greater good will and 

friendship between pastors 

and greater connection and 

responsiveness to the 

Presbytery Office. Much of 

the credit goes to Amalie 

Ash, our Interim Administrator, and her 

excellent staff.  Our own Ron Hilliard has 

sought to open our Presbytery to mission 

connection with the Presbyterian Church in 

Cuba.  A trip is planned for pastors to meet 

and share time with pastors of Presbyterian 

Churches in Cuba.   

    As the symbolic leader of the Presbytery, I 

have presided in the installation of three new 

pastors in Stuart, Marathon and St. Lucie 

West.  I just chartered a new Korean 

Presbyterian Church and installed its 

founding pastor in Miami.  Penny and I were 

able to celebrate the 50th anniversary of FPC 

Tequesta and I presided at the closing of one 

congregation in North Miami but rejoiced 

that at that same meeting I could also 

welcome a new pastor and congregation to 

meet  that same day so that the doors of that 

sanctuary were not closed one single Sunday.   

I am grateful for the time to serve the larger 

church. I have moderated my last meeting 

but feel encouraged that this year has been an 

important one for the Presbytery of Tropical 

Florida. The controversies of the PCUSA 

over the past 35 years seem to be coming to a 

head and the future is not certain, but our 

Presbytery seems stronger and more ministry

-minded than I have ever seen.  Thank you 

for your prayers and encouragement. Several 

of you have  been very important in shaping 

my thinking and direction for the Presbytery.  

Thank you seems too small a reflection for 

the gratitude I feel for you.   
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A s you receive this, I will be traveling in 

Israel with some pilgrims from FPC, 

learning from Dr. Jim Martin and sharing in-

sights from the Scriptures.  I was asked to re-

flect on my year as Moderator of the Presbytery 

of Tropical Floridaéso here goes. 

   I entered the position in an unconventional 

way.  The New Moderator was installed at the 

February meeting of Presbytery.  That meeting 

was a difficult one and at that meeting I was 

elected to be Moderator electéto serve the 

following year.  Following the meeting, the 

new Moderator resigned and I suddenly was 

Moderator.  I am now the most tenured pastor 

in the Presbytery having served at FPC more 

than 30 years.  I had been active in the life of 

the Presbytery and that bought me some good 

will.  The Presbytery was divided following the 

February meeting and it seemed that we needed 

as much healing as was possible given our real 

disagreements over theology and mission phi-

losophy.  I am not sure that I was able to reach 

out effectively to every disaffected presbyter, 

but I do feel that the presbytery is functioning 

better and has a more united sense of commu-

nity and direction than I have experienced in 

these past 30 years. There remains uneasiness 

throughout the Presbyterian Church over the 

issues of ordination standards, theology in gen-

eral and the exclusive claims of Christ in par-

ticular as well as highly differing views on the 

nature and mission of the Church.   

   This year the Presbytery approved a new 

staffing structure intended to move us from a 

reducing to a reproducing presbytery.  I have 

sensed an energy and hope we may be able to 

move forward to plant new churches in South 

Florida and redevelop existing congregations. 

Our new structure has people tasked at the 

presbytery level to work with pastors and 
churches to strategize and coordinate effort and 

support to this end.   

   I am encouraged to see pastors gathering to 

discuss how we might coordinate ministry

   If this is a question you have asked yourself, there is a 

great opportunity to join God in what He is doing in the 

lives of inmates all over the country.  Elton Piersma 

brought Crossroad Bible Institute to our church, and it 

has been a way that we can fulfill Jesusô admonition to 

visit those in prison according to Matthew 25.  Crossroad 

is a correspondence course through which inmates can 

complete lessons and daily readings, have them corrected 

and also receive a letter of encouragement. This is the 

only mail that many inmates receive, and at Christmas 

the only card received may be the one from Crossroad. 
   As you prayerfully consider whether this is a way that 

God is asking you to serve, there are a few things you 

will want to know.  Lessons are sent from Crossroad to 

the church and neither your name nor address appears on  

T

h

any correspondence, so it is impossible for a student to 

contact you.  You can easily stop the lessons when you go on 

vacation or have them forwarded to another address if you are 

gone for several months.  Lessons are picked up at the church 

office once a week.  Grading the lesson with the answers 

provided, writing a letter of encouragement and praying for 

the student takes between one and two hours.  

   A few statistics will show how very important this ministry 

is:  85% of people in prison will be released; 75% will 

commit another crime. However, only 14% will commit 

another crime IF they studied the Word of God during 

incarceration! 

   A training session will be held in May. You will be able to 
watch a video, ask questions of those who have been 

instructors for several years and then decide if you would  

be interested in serving in this way. For more information

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In his latest book, Philip Yancey tells us he is an off-the-

chart introvert and is happy to be alone for weeks at a time.  

However, he keeps leaving home ñin quest of what happens 

when the faith I write about in a mountain cabin confronts 

the real world.ò  This book brings together his two roles, 

speaker and writer, as he visits ten locations around the 

world, giving the story behind the story and then giving a 

version of a talk he gave in each place.  He visited the 

Virginia Tech campus immediately after the massacre 

there, though he was recovering from a near-fatal accident 

himself, and he was in Mumbai, India, when tourist sites 

were attacked by terrorists, and 172 people were killed. 

   Yancey admits that his own faith needs the strengthening 

it receives by seeing how Christians live in other parts of    
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the world.  He wants to bring to the West the good news of 

Godôs faithfulness in the most dangerous and challenging 

situations, since we will not hear these stories on the news.  

He returns humbled, moved and uplifted by the encounters 

he has with readers and others wherever he goes. 

   ñThe question, óWhat good is God?ô occurs in some form 

to every person who experiences pain or death or poverty or 

unfairnessðin other words, to everyone.  Indeed, as I look 

over the last few yearsô itinerary, it seems clear that I 

deliberately choose journalistic assignments that contribute 

to my own search.  For a period of time, I step into lives of 

those who have experienced far more oppression, violation, 

and chaos than I ever will.  I hope and pray that something 

of what I have learned in these ten places will become part 

of your search, just as they have become part of mine.ò
