more experienced members in areas of 

common interest. I am grateful that Cary 
Koepke and Kath Doerr allow me to lead a 
class on fishing. Captain Ron Doerr takes the 

class out to put into practice what we have  
learned and to make some great memories.   
   Separately, the Presbyterian Church is trying 

to navigate its own changing environment. 
Locally, our Presbytery is seeking to 

recognize this changing environment by trying 
to clarify a process by which congregations 
that feel they can no longer remain within the 

PCUSA given the changes that have taken 
place in the last year, can walk through a 
process of discernment and possibly dismissal 

to another Reformed body. Nationally, the 
implications of the constitutional changes are 

being tested judicially and greater definition 
should be forthcoming in August.  
   Also in August, pastors and leaders from 

around the country will be gathering in 
Minneapolis to discuss what lies ahead. This 
should add a degree of clarity and direction 

for Evangelical Congregations like ours. 
Please continue to pray for wisdom for 

pastors, elders and congregations 
as  things unfold.

terian, there are several new things to report.  
Lynn Grandsire, our candidate for ministry, has 
received a call to become the Associate Pastor 

for Congregational Care for the Eastminster 
Presbyterian Church of Columbia, South Caro-
lina.

for September 11th at 4:00 pm here at First 
Pres. with a reception following in Fellowship 
Hall. She has had many hurdles to clear, but 

God has  shown up in many ways throughout 
this amazing journey and I’m sure she will be 

sharing some of them with us that evening. 
Ordination is a very special day in the life of a 
pastor and a church. I hope you will be able to 

be in attendance for this special moment in 
Lynn’s life and ours. 
   Because of Elton Piersma’s passing and

our Minister of Visitation. Like Elton, Steve 
will serve in the role described in the Book of 
Order as a Parish Associate.

Tallahassee which has improved and recondi-
tioned housing for the poor and elderly. Steve 

is joined by his wife, Margie, who has been a 
reading specialist in the Leon County School 
System.

   Being president of the Florida Bar must put you up there 

with some of the most important men in the state of Florida.              
As I sat down with Scott Hawkins, president of the Florida 
Bar, I found him to be a most interesting yet normal man. 

   What are some of the things I learned about Scott that I 
think you don’t know? 

   Growing up, Scott and his sister spent every summer with 
his grandparents at Stoney Lake, near Toronto, Canada. It 
was there that he learned the rewards of hard work. Using a 

child’s toy saw, Scott had to cut saplings in the woods that 
needed to be thinned out and then bring the logs up the hill to 
the cabin. After work, he was then rewarded with his passion, 

playing golf with his grandfather. 
   Scott’s grandfather taught Scott not only how to play golf 

well, but his grandfather was more concerned that Scott 
behave, and so behave he did. Scott currently has a handicap 
of 12. He would play in rain or shine. Years ago, as a 

hurricane was heading toward Palm Beach County, Scott and 
Marshall Jones, bare feet, clothes 
soaking wet, carrying their bags, 

played 9 holes in the howling wind; 
wet, yet just like boys, having a 
great time. Scott was a starting 

member of Tampa’s Chamberlain 
High School golf team that won the 

conference championship in 1976. 
   Scott was born and raised in 
Tampa. In high school, Scott 

excelled both academically and 
athletically. One of the teachers 
who made a profound impression 

on Scott, was Susan Bitner, who 
taught English and Philosophy using a college format. Scott 

liked that. As a kid, the fantasy of playing a guitar also 
intrigued him. 

   While taking 8th grade civics, they had a mock trial and 

Scott was the prosecuting attorney. Scott really liked that and 

thought it was great fun. That may well have been the seed 

that was planted for Scott to pursue law as a career. Scott 

feels that God wanted him to be a lawyer, and becoming a 

lawyer is part of God’s call for his life. Scott is part of the law 

firm of Jones, Foster, Johnston & Stubbs.  

   Scott was raised in the United Methodist Church in Tampa,  
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where the Hawkins family worshipped together. His life 

reflects the values of his Christian home and upbringing.  
He is confident. He projects a Christian view as he deals 
with his clients. He feels Proverbs 3 helps them deal with 

stress, and that it makes a Christian point to all with whom 
he works. 

   Scott met Lisa while at the University of Florida. Lisa’s 
dad was a dean at Florida and an advisor to Scott’s 
fraternity, Sigma Chi. It was through her dad that he met 

Lisa. The first time he saw her, she entered a political 
party on the arm of another guy. Scott found her beautiful. 
She was radiant, gracious, quietly dignified and very 

approachable. They found that they had similar values, 
educationally and spiritually. They complemented each 

other and felt they would be good together. Scott and Lisa 
were married in 1982. 
   How did they end up at First Pres.? The couple moved to 

Palm Beach County when Scott was hired by Jones, 
Foster. They feel that they were led by God to come to this 
place. They looked for a church and settled on First Pres. 

They were attracted to the formality of the services, the 
broad offerings, how First Pres. reaches out to a lot of 
folks, from the youngest to the oldest, and also to other 

denominations such as Catholics. There is an ecumenical 
feeling here and First Pres. creating a sense of inclusion. 

The preaching and teaching are inspiring, proactive; and 
this church is not afraid to try new things. Scott has served 
as an Elder and has chaired the personnel and worship 

committees. He is President of the Board of Trustees for 
the property, and he is very involved in the legal affairs of 
the church. 

   As president of the Florida Bar, Scott has an office in 
Tallahassee and will be spending 25% of his time there. Is 

this a stepping stone to going into politics? Scott says “not 
as he sees it.” He will be traveling about 25-50% of the 
time. His duties are numerous as well as meeting with all 

the major newspapers across the state. 
   As busy as Scott will be, he has an even bigger date 
approaching: the wedding of his only child and daughter, 

Allison. Scott said “We are so proud of Allison; blessed to 
have her. She’s prepared to live a very successful life and 

we are looking forward to being with this great couple.” 
   We feel that we are blessed and fortunate to have Scott 
and his family as part of our First Pres. family.

   The Apostle John was given a vision of heaven on the isle of 

Patmos that was so incredible that he did not have words to use 
other than the most precious things he could think of on earth.  
Eighteen of us have just spent a week on the island of Cuba 

singing for and with members of their Christian community. 
Once again, ordinary words are incapable of describing what 

we shared! 

   It was an intense week. We participated in eight musical 
events. Our venues varied from modest churches in the 

countryside to cathedrals in Matanzas and Havana, but the 
result was the same: God is alive and well in Cuba. His church 
is flourishing and full of people just like us who love the Lord 

and have a passion for worship, especially music. 

   One of the beauties of music is its commonality. Whether 
singing in English or Spanish, 

the bond is there. We were in a 
tiny church in Union de Reyes. 
As part of the program two of 

their members sang gorgeous 
duets of “In the Garden” and 

“the Old Rugged Cross”…in 
Spanish of course. Afterwards 
several of our group were 

complimenting them when Glen 
started paying the tunes on the 
piano. Before you knew it, we 

were all singing along, in 
English and Spanish and loving 

every minute of it!  

   Eddie Cajade was our “rock star”. Put him in front of a mike 
with a guitar and the audience was his.  His solos had everyone 

singing along, and the Cuban guitarists were mesmerized with 
his skill. He and his wife, Beatrize, were invaluable as 

interpreters everywhere we went. 

   At our last concert in Havana there were many familiar faces 
in the other groups performing that we had met earlier in the 

week. Like  performers everywhere, there was a lot of support, 
encouragement, and praise for each other. It was great fun to 

watch the other directors watch Jay as he directed us.  

   Our last song of the week had all the choirs in the 
program in the chancel together singing Handel’s 

“Hallelujah Chorus”---a true heavenly moment.  
Afterwards, Jay and Glen were giving away our sheet 

music at the request of the other directors. 

   Interspersed with music was a myriad of other activities 
during the week. We took a boat ride up a jungle river. We 

toured Hemmingway’s house and a cigar factory. We 
snorkeled and enjoyed the beaches. We shopped, ate 
glorious food and stayed in more-than-adequate housing 

(with air-conditioning). We had lots of fun. 

   The pastors, staff and members of the Presbyterian 
churches in Cuba are wonderful, hard-working, diligent 

people who would do anything for us---and did. The joy of 
serving us was evident in everything they provided: food, 

transportation, accommodation, and hospitality. Ron’s 
leadership was outstanding, and Jay and Glen, plus the 
musical talents of the singers, insured that we gave a 

quality concert each time.    Flexibility is the key to any 
group activity and we all learned to love and adapt to 
“Cuban time”, to wear our choir robes  joyfully in hot, hot 

weather, and we got to be really good with the pesos. 

   As Ron wrote in the daily devotional booklet he prepared 

for us: “We did not bring God to Cuba. God is already 
there”. We went and found this to be true. What an amazing 
joy to celebrate the love of Christ with fellow believers. If 

God puts even a hint in your mind that a mission trip is in 
your future, be first on the sign up sheet. You will never

Afghan culture, and movies, television, card playing, the 
game of chess, and even kite flying, the popular Friday 

afternoon pastime.” Most painful and demoralizing were 
the rules that transformed the lives of women. Overnight, 
women vanished from the streets: they had to quit school, 

give up jobs and businesses, and stay indoors, coming out 
on the streets only when covered from head to toe with a 
burqa and accompanied by a male relative. To have a wrist 

show could result in a beating right on the street. 30,000 
families were headed by widows as a result of many years
