February is a strategic month for our
congregation in several ways. It is
our Missions Emphasis month. We will
be bringing mission partners from far and
near to speak and meet with our member-
ship. Our keynote speakers will be two
remarkable women who have seen the
power of God in dangerous and unlikely
fields of service. Mrs. Libby Little will
return to share her powerful story of ser-
vice for nearly 30 years with her husband,
Dr. Tom Little, in Afghanistan and the
story of his martyrdom along with his
team. Also, last summer I met a woman I
had heard about for a period of years -
Feruza Krason. Feruza was raised a Mus-
lim in the former Soviet Republic of Uz-
bekistan. She came to trust Christ as her
Savior through the ministry of some col-
lege age short term missionaries visiting
her country. God gave Feruza the bold-
ness to share the Gospel with her family,
many of whom have also come to faith in
Christ. Feruza was also given by God an
amazing gift with languages. She has be-
come one of Wycliffe Bible Translators’
most prolific translators and has produced
the first translation of the Hebrew Bible
into the Uzbek language. She is at work
on translating the New Testament from
Greek into Uzbek at present. I met Feruza
and her family this past summer after
praying for her and her husband. Upon
her completion of the Old Testament
translation, the government deported them
from Uzbekistan. I met them in church in
Hamilton, Massachusetts. I am grateful to
our Missions Committee for inviting the
Krasons to participate in this Missions
Emphasis month with us.

Financially, the
month of February
is the one time of
the year we devote
to raising money for
Global  Missions.
You will be
receiving literature
and pledge
envelopes for our
special mission offerings.

Last year we were blessed with our
greatest year to date for Mission
Giving. Even in difficult economic
times, you were generous and the
Session and our mission partners are
grateful.

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The Women Beside the Pastors—The Pastors’ Wives

A tapestry is a beautiful, rich varicolored piece of art. This
is how Margie Gibbons described how God has woven her
life into a design of many colorful lovely threads. It was
woven to be a useful, service oriented design of strong, safe
threads that rest on her Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.

Margie was born to Bob and Janet Rush in
Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. Margie’s father’s
family owned the local grocery store and her
mother’s family owned the General Store in
Dawson, PA. Margie has a sister, Anne, who is
five years older. When the girls were eight and &, ™
three years old, her parents bravely left their
hometown and moved the family to St. Petersburg, Florida.
The idea of good weather, warm water, and gorgeous
sunshine was their motivation.

In St. Petersburg, her dad, with his background in
Construction Engineering, helped to start the company of
Porter Paints. Margie’s mom was a stay at home, who
excelled in baking. Her fudge, cookies, pies and cream puffs
are the family favorites.

Margie graduated from Boca Ciega High School where she
was a cheerleader and a member of the dancing drill team.
She volunteered to work in the school’s clinic instead of
going to study hall, was treasurer of the student government,
and member of the National Honor Society. Her favorite
subject was Home Economics. She liked to help behind the
scenes and received great satisfaction from others success.

After high school, Margie attended St. Pete Junior College
and then in 1969, went to Florida State University. She
started by majoring in Home Economics, however switched
majors to Elementary Education. She also received her
Master’s degree from FSU in Educational Instructional
Design and Development.

Her family was actively involved in the Pasadena
Community Methodist Church. Her father helped design the
church facility and her parents were in charge of the youth
program. The thread of strong, service began for Margie at
about age 10 when she was in the 5" grade. Everyday after
school from 3-6 pm, she would walk to the home of their
Assistant Pastor and help care for their five children. Her job
was to play with them, bathe them, and get the children ready
for dinner. She earned 25 cents a day. This was the beginning
of Margie’s deepening love of child development. While in
college, she was a house manager for a family and also
started the FSU Child Care Center at the Alumni Village
which is still in operation today.

Where did Margie meet Steve? Again the threads are
woven.

Steve had just returned to FSU after attending
seminary at Gordon Conwell in Boston. He was applying
for the position of Youth Director at Covenant.

They married 9 months later at Covenant
Presbyterian with four pastors officiating: Jim Stout,
Lucky Arnold, Don Mason, and Jim Anderson. Again her
tapestry of life was faithfully being woven. And can you
believe... Catherine Hilliard played the piano at their
wedding.

Margie had been raised in the church, however, truly
came to know Jesus as her Lord and Savior in High
School. Margie’s mom was an amazing woman who
excelled in training her daughters to be useful threads in
the tapestry of God’s life. When Margie was 18, her mom
sent her to help a friend, Mrs. Owens, cook. While
preparing meals together, Mrs. Owens would tell Margie
the glorious stories of Jesus. Margie asked Jesus to come
into her heart while cooking with her mom’s friend.

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Still Alice is well worth reading. Most of us will know
someone affected by dementia at some point in our lives,
whether family member or friend. It is the fictional story of a
psychology professor at Harvard who must come to terms with
the fact that she has early-onset Alzheimer’s disease. Because
she is an authority on language and communication, her situation
is especially poignant. The story is written from the point of
view of the woman herself, so we get a different perspective of
what it is like to gradually acknowledge memory loss, confusion
and difficulty in communication. Not only do we trace what is
happening in Alice’s mind, but we see the effect that it has on
her family relationships, the way her spouse handles her
downward spiral and the effect it has on her adult children. The
book is very helpful in understanding what the person is
experiencing and how friends and family can be most supportive

Because the author has a PhD in neuroscience from
Harvard, she had access to the latest Alzheimer’s
research from around the world, as well as to clinical
professionals in the Boston area. A great deal of
research went into the book regarding every aspect of
the disease—neuropsychological testing, genetic
testing, drugs currently being tested and caregiver
support groups. She frequently spoke with people with
early-onset Alzheimer’s to be sure what she was
writing was authentic. This is the only book of its kind
endorsed by the National Alzheimer’s Association.
