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D  ear Members and friends of First Pres,  

    These are important times in the life of this 

congregation. Please pray that we will all 

walk prayerfully, respectfully, and attentively 

to the leading of God‘s Word and Spirit.  

May God allow us to hear each other even if 

we do not all agree with each other.  
  

   We are a part of a Church far larger than 

First Presbyterian, and far larger even than 

the PCUSA. We are a congregation of the 

Church of Jesus Christ. We shall remain a 

congregation of Christ‘s Church regardless.   
 

   Our process of discernment will seek to 

answer this question, ‗In which denomina-

tional home can this congregation function 

theologically and missionally?‘  We are Pres-

byterian and Reformed and, by that I mean, 

we are a church that believes we should be 

governed by elders, elected by the congrega-

tion and examined by the Session as to their 

faith and faithfulness to Jesus Christ.  We are 

Reformed theologically, that is, we believe 

the Christian faith as it is taught in the Bible 

and understood through that branch of the 

Protestant family of churches that came from 

John Calvin and his followers. The content of 

the Reformed faith has been articulated in the 

historic creeds and confessions of the 

Church. On the continent of Europe follow-

ing the Reformation, these churches were 

known as Reformed. In the British Isles these 

churches were, and still are, known as Pres-

byterian.   
    

   January is a month of extraordinary activ-

ity. The Session will provide three ―Town 

Hall‖ Meetings to discuss and discern God‘s 

will for the future of First Pres and its future 

denominational affiliation.

are going on an adventure.‖ Of course they wanted to 
know where they were going but  Joni just said, ―Get a 
snack and get in the car.‖ They ended up at Jonathan 

Dickinson State Park and spent the day enjoying the fun of 
renting a boat, taking the kids to Trapper Nelsons. What a 
treat for the kids, but also it was just what Joni needed.  

There is nothing like the great outdoors to quiet your soul 
and bring some peace into a sometimes hectic life. 

   Joni doesn‘t think of herself as a ―Pastor‘s Wife.‖ Tim 
has not always been a pastor. He worked in industry, so 
Joni knows that she is Tim‘s wife whether he is in 

ministry or business and that is the way she likes it.     
   Joni has enjoyed traveling to Haiti with Dr. Anderson 
and his wife, Nancy, to do medical mission work. She has 

also traveled to Ethiopia and Europe but still loves to 
travel in the US the most with Yosemite National Park 

being a favorite.  
   The Gooleys seven children include, Gabe, an actor in 
California; Jesse, a Marine Captain in Miami; Graham, 

working for IMI, marketing Luxury Real Estate in 
Greenville, SC; and Taylor, a recent graduate from FSU in 
International Affairs; Behailu, age 8 is in the 3rd grade, 

Mita, age 7 is in the 1st grade and Endale, age 5 is in 
kindergarten. The three little ones attend Eisenhower 

Elementary School. 
   Joni‘s greatest joy and blessings come from her family, 
especially her children. There is joy in living within God‘s 

will, living within God‘s purpose for your life and the 
lives of your family. 
   Through the year and half with Tim‘s illness, Joni says 

―We have witnessed a miracle on behalf of our church 
community as the church gives, cares, and prays.‖  We see

   As I looked at the life of Joni Gooley, wife of our Pastoral 
Associate, Tim, two threads run through her life: one is 
serving God wherever He calls her to go, and the other is 

large families. The mother of seven, Joni was 
the youngest of six children. Her parents were 
also raised in families of many siblings – large 

Catholic families with lots of kids and great 
times together with aunts, uncles and cousins. 

Born and raised in Wheeling, West Virginia, 
she spent her early years attending Catholic 
schools. Joni attended an all girls Catholic high 

school where she was involved in sports- 
tennis, and basketball. She was a cheerleader in elementary 
and high school. An outdoors person, Joni was happiest being 

active and being outside. 
   In her junior year of high school, Joni became involved in 

Young Life. Little did she know that Young Life would 
change her life, not only in her relationship with Jesus Christ, 
but also in every other aspect of her life.  Read on and you 

will see. 

   Joni‘s dad was a Funeral Director, owning his own business 

that included 3 funeral homes. He passed away when Joni 

was 17 of a sudden heart attack. Joni‘s mom was a stay at 

home mom. When Joni was 22, her mom remarried, marrying 

Joni‘s uncle who had also lost his spouse.  As the youngest of 

6, Joni‘s sister is 20 years older than Joni and they have 4 

brothers in between. Her siblings now reside in California, 

Virginia Beach, Washington, DC and Wheeling. One brother 

died at the age of 33 in a boating accident. 

   Joni graduated from the University of Dayton in Ohio, 

majoring in Physical Education. After coming to North Palm 

Beach, Joni received her Master‘s Degree in Counseling from 

Palm Beach Atlantic University. 

   At a Young Life Camp in Saranac Village, New York, after 
her junior year in high school, Joni came to know the Lord 
Jesus Christ as her Savior. After college graduation, Joni 

moved to Atlanta to work for Young Life. She also worked 
for Young Life just outside of Asheville, NC, in Weaverville. 
On Easter Sunday, on the way to Atlanta, Joni and a friend 

stopped in to a Presbyterian Church in Weaverville for the 
Easter Sunday service. They sat in the balcony, clad in cut 

offs and outdoor clothes from their trip. That Sunday, God 
placed a wooly, bearded young man in the congregation.  Joni 
thought he was the cutest thing she had ever seen, and can 

you imagine, from the balcony, flirted with him, just a little. 
Tim tells the same story, so it must be true. Joni left the 
service early and did not get to speak to him.  

   Three months later, Joni walked into the dining hall at 
Windy Gap, a Young Life Camp and there was this same man 
again. He then appeared at the home where she was staying 

on the property, and they talked all night. They dated for two 
years before she married this woolly, bearded mountain man 

in Wheeling. They have been married 31 years.  They worked 
in Weaverville at Windy Gap and during that time, 2 of the 
boys were born. From there, they went to work at the  Young 
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Town Hall Meetings to Discuss the 

Session’s Recommendation to Leave the 

PC(USA) 
 

   On Wednesday, November 30, at a congregational meeting 

attended by over 500 of our members, First Presbyterian 
Church began the process to explore the option of leaving the 
PC(USA) and to be transferred as a church to a different 

―Reformed/Presbyterian‖ body of believers. As you know, the 
Session has unanimously voted to bring this decision to the 

congregation. Our elders feel strongly that the recent changes in 
the New Form of Government have radically changed the 
denomination to which we currently belong. In order for the 

congregation to fully understand the recent changes and issues 
which are behind the Session‘s recommendation, a series of 
―town hall‖ meetings are scheduled to take place in the month 

of January. 

   At these meetings the elders will explain their concerns, give 

concrete examples of changes in the New Form of Government, 
and answer any questions you might have.  Their goal will be to 
explain why First Presbyterian Church should leave the PC

(USA) and why now is the time to do so. Those who believe we 
should stay in the PC(USA) will also have an opportunity to 

share why they believe the church should stay. 

   The Session is encouraging you to come to one of the 

following ―town hall‖ meetings: 
 

Wednesday night, January 11, 6:30-8:00 pm in Fellowship Hall 

Sunday morning, January 22, 10:45-noon in Fellowship Hall; 

Wednesday night, January 25, 7:30-9:00 pm in Fellowship Hall 

(after the Wednesday night classes). 
 

   According to the time table established in the Presbytery‘s 

Gracious Separation Agreement, the earliest that the 
congregation can vote to decide whether or not we should 

separate from the PC(USA) is in late February. The Session 
believes that it is critically important for our members to hear 
their concerns and to do so in a timely manner in preparation for 

the next congregational meeting. You are encouraged to attend 
one of the meetings and join the discussion about the future of 
our church.  You are also encouraged to read the articles on the 

website that has been established to make available the 
Session‘s research.  (www.fpcnpb.com). Handouts will also be 

made available at the ―town hall‖ meetings. 

   During this process it is our desire to continue to serve 
faithfully and shepherd our church family as your pastors. 

While this conversation is one that is happening within our 
church family, we also desire to stay focused on, and be faithful 

to, our calling To Be and Make Disciples of Jesus Christ.
