The National Day of Prayer observances are consistent
with the Establishment Clause of the First Amendment
and are deeply embedded in the tradition and history of the
United States. As you know, the time-honored tradition of
American leaders designating days of prayer and
thanksgiving dates back to the founding era. The
Continental Congress recommended that the states set
apart a day for prayer and thanksgiving. George
Washington began a longstanding practice of calling the
nation to prayer followed by nearly every president. Even
the drafter of the First Amendment, James Madison,
issued several proclamations calling the nation to a day of
prayer.

CROS food pantry will distribute these to 750
families.

Eight women read for two
hours each to individual
children and small groups at
Noah’s Ark Charter School.
1,400 Christmas cards were £
signed and delivered to Crossroads Ministry. These
cards will go to those in prison at Christmas time.

Three houses were completely painted in Riviera

Beach through the Solid Waste Authority’s “Paint
Your Heart Out” Program.

A small group did tile grouting at the Real Life
Children’s Ranch in Okeechobee. This is for a new
home on the property.

Four families received meals prepared for them by
members of the church.

The Sons of Barbeque cooked 90 chickens and 90
racks of ribs for the Boy Scout fundraiser.

Our 5™ and 6™ graders cheered for athletes at the
Special Olympics.

A playground was cleaned for the Family Promise
Day Center, which is a ministry for homeless children
and their families. 100 bags of mulch were put down,
shrubbery was cut back, and the playground
equipment was cleaned and made ready for the
children to use. (Continued next column)
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Fifteen of our high schoolers and middle
schoolers helped with the Kid Zone at Urban
Youth Impact’s family fun day. At this event
46 young people heard the Gospel message
and 14 indicated that they accepted Christ.
Over 200 people from the community came
out and many children were “loved on” by our
young people.

480 sandwiches were prepared and served

at the Urban Youth Impact “After School
Program”. Also there were 480 juice pouches,
480 snack bars, and more than 400 bananas
served with the sandwiches and,

168 dinners were prepared and served at St.

George’s Soup Kitchen.

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AMERICANS
IN PARIS

Before the Second World War began, approximately
30,000 Americans lived in Paris. As the Germans
approached, all Americans were urged to leave, but 5,000
remained for various reasons. Americans in Paris tells the
true story of the Americans who stayed in Paris during the
four years of the German occupation. The focus of this
carefully researched book, is primarily on four Americans
who responded to the occupation in very different ways.
Some people rationalized their decisions in order to
convince themselves and others that they were doing what
was right. Some resisted the Germans in small ways, and
one doctor risked his own life, and his family’s, in order to
help many people escape to freedom. Two American
institutions were courageously kept open without German
interference throughout the occupation: the American
Library and the American Hospital.

Near the end of the book there is an interesting contrast of
two American women who watched the same armed men

preparing to take over Paris as the Germans left, but they
saw them in totally different ways. One was a friend of the
men whom she believed had shielded France from the worst
of German occupation by cooperating with them. The other,
was a friend of those in the Resistance, and of Jews
murdered by the Nazis, and she perceived those who
cooperated as collaborators. The one woman distrusted the
mobs and saw them as “ruffians” and “urchins.” The other
woman saw the same militants as heroes who acted with
great courage. Each person faced “the moral maze of
occupation.” These two American women represented not
only differing French reactions to occupation, but opposing
American conceptions of right and wrong. The intriguing
thing about the book was to see how people made decisions
and moral choices, and it gives us an opportunity to consider
what we would do in challenging circumstances involving
life and death.
