missionally. Our session has 
concerns over the nature of 

the changes to the Form of 
Government and what those 

changes represent in terms 
of our congregation’s ministry and 
relationship with the larger church.   

   Our life and ministry as a congregation 
continues. On Sunday, November 6, we will 
celebrate Communion at all of the services 

by Intinction. This will be our Stewardship 
Commitment Sunday. Members and regular 

visitors are invited to bring their pledge to 
the annual budget in response to God’s 
provision in the Word and Sacrament. As we 

come forward to receive the Sacrament, there 
will be baskets to receive our pledge cards.   
   On Sunday, November 13, Libby Little, the 

widow of martyred missionary Tom Little, 
will speak to our 6:03 congregation. This will 
be a very special night with a very special 

servant of the Lord. I hope you will attend to 
hear her stories of God’s remarkable work in 

and through the Little’s work in Afghanistan. 
That evening, 6:03 will meet in the Sanctuary 
rather than the Youth Building.   

   The following Sunday, November 20, a 
service of Prayer and Healing will be held in 
the Chapel immediately following the 11:00 

service. The Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper 
will be observed, as well as a time of 

intercessory prayer and laying on of hands.   
   There will be no classes Wednesday, 
November 23. Dinner will be served at the 

usual time from 5:30 to 6:30. Then our 
Thanksgiving Eve service will be held 
following dinner. This is when the 

congregation is invited to bring messages of 
testimony of our experiences of God’s 

goodness and generosity to us in this past 
year. I hope you will make this a 
part of your family traditions.  
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I  just reread the October newsletter and there 
have been several developments in the 

month just passed. On September 27 the Pres-
bytery of Tropical Florida met at First Presby-
terian Church of Ft. Lauderdale. At that meet-

ing the revised Gracious Separation Agreement 
was approved with just one dissenting vote. 
Since that time, two congregations have begun 

the process of Gracious Separation. As a mem-
ber of the Peace, Unity, and Purity Administra-
tive Commission, I have been assigned to visit 

one of those congregations as a representative 
of the Presbytery and to begin the process with 

them.  In the meantime, the Denominational 
Research Committee, elected by our own Ses-
sion, has been meeting and submitted its first 

report to the Session on October 17. At that 
meeting the Session entered into a lengthy, but 
preliminary, discussion of the issues nationally 

brought on as a result of the passage of the 
New Form of Government, the passage of 

amendment 10a changing ordination standards, 
and the results of the recent General Assembly 
Judicial rulings this past summer. The Session 

received the New Book of Order, containing 
the New Form of Government, and is studying 
it for ourselves. The Session is seeking a meet-

ing with representatives of the Presbytery to 
explore and expand our understanding of the 
changes and what they portend for the ministry 

of First Presbyterian Church in North Palm 
Beach. In addition there have been meetings to 

explore and investigate the Evangelical Presby-
terian denomination and the Proposed New 
Reformed Body. As of this date the Session has 

not begun action to change our relationship 
with the Presbytery of Tropical Florida or the 
PCUSA. 

   It is likely that in the coming weeks the Ses-
sion will decide on a course that will involve a 

period of wider discussions among the congre-
gation. As I said last month, the Session’s de-
sire is for FPC to be the church we have always 

been; to preach, teach and disciple our congre-
gation in a way that remains faithful to our best 
understanding of Scripture. Our desire is to

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     Penny found Lucky to be fun. They laughed a lot and 
had good times together.  Penny said Lucky allowed her to 
be herself. She said their proposal was not a “big story”, 

just a tender sweet time of conversation and commitment. 
Her engagement ring was to be his grandmother’s 
diamond. It was made in Miami, and Penny, blindfolded, 

tried on the ring and had it sized without ever seeing it. She 
also carried the ring to Boston and “never peeked”.

grandmother. She received the ring on an absolutely 
freezing day in Boston, but didn’t seem to notice the

   Lucky’s first job was in Salem, W.V., as dormitory 
director for a men’s residence hall at Salem College, 

working for The Coalition for Christian Outreach for 3 
years. In 1979 Penny was hired by First Pres.’ Youth 

Director Ron Hilliard as a summer intern.  Lucky just came 
along for the ride. After volunteering at First Pres.,  he was 
hired to be the Associate Pastor. He was hired even though 

he told them he did not have associate pastor skills.  We 
have Penny to thank for Lucky being at First Pres. 
   Penny has worked at Good Samaritan Hospital as a 

Medical Social Worker, in the Trust Department at First 
Marine Bank,  at First Care for 11 years and is now a 
Licensed Clinical Social Worker. For 22 years, she has led 

Women in the Word Bible Study here at First Pres. Garrett 
came home from kindergarten one day after a conversation 

with his classmates about what their moms did and asked 
Penny what she did. He said Penny had to have a job – he 
decided she was a Bible Study Teacher, and he was right. 

   What is it really like to be a pastor’s wife; what are the 
challenges? Penny said “I don’t think about being a 
pastor’s wife; I’m just Lucky’s wife.” But she did share 

some thoughts on the topic. You have to be constantly 
more flexible as you are a public servant’s wife and work 

must come before family. A pastor’s wife has to let her 
husband be available,  can’t be a needy person, but  has to 
be independent. 

   Penny said it was hard when the kids were young and 
there were many night meetings on building projects that 
Lucky had to attend. I remember hearing Lucky say that he 

could not do what he does without the enduring support 
that Penny gives to his calling. 

   Penny is the mom to Garrett, age  26, married to Suzanne 
for 2 years  and Colin, age 24, and grandmother to Nia, 
their granddog!  She is most proud of the adults that her 

boys have grown to  be.  She is also surprised and pleased 
with herself for working to get her license for counseling. 
Raising the boys was such a happy time and she is glad she 

could be at home during for them.  She continues to be 
active in outdoor activities, walking, biking, and exercise. 
   She ended our conversation with, “You know, one of the 

challenges of being a pastor’s wife is deciding what to 
wear to the next wedding at which her pastor husband is 

officiating.”

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   It is said that behind every successful 
man is a women. I prefer to say beside 
every successful man is a wife who 

walks with him, supports him, loves 
him, encourages him and makes it 
possible for him to do the work he is 

called to do.  With this in mind, I have 
decided to write a series of articles on 

the women who walk beside our 
ministerial staff – the pastors’ wives. 
   The wife of our senior pastor, Penny 

Arnold, shares some of what it is like 
to be a pastor’s wife. But first, we need to know a lot more 
about this active, energetic woman.  Penny was born and 

lived in Springfield, New Jersey, until the age of 5 when her 
family sold everything, packed up and moved to Key 

Biscayne, Florida. Penny is the youngest child with an older 
brother and sister.  
   Growing up on Key Biscayne was very idyllic, similar to 

Singer Island. Penny’s mom said of her outdoorsy child,  she 
was not sure whether she had a girl or a boy. Penny played 
soccer until age 15, but said she was always on the “B” team. 

She was into boating and sailing, racing Lightening and 
Sunfish. I bet you didn’t know that she was the yacht club 
Sunfish champion? 

   Penny attended Coral Gables High School and that is the 
time she got involved in the Youth Group at Key Biscayne 

Presbyterian Church. The pastor was none other than our own 
Jim Stout. It was Jim that led Penny to Jesus and from that 
time on, Penny was actively involved and participated in the 

youth group activities. It was also convenient that Penny lived 
one block from the church. 
   During high school, Penny worked part time at Bresler’s Ice 

Cream, two blocks from home.  She was a cashier, made 
peppermint sundaes with chocolate topping and even mopped 

the floor after closing at 10:00 pm. A jack-of-all-trades that 
surely prepared her to be a pastor’s wife. 
   Penny’s sister went to FSU, so that was a natural choice for 

Penny.  She met Lucky’s sister, Nancy, her senior year in 
high school and roomed with her for three years at FSU. After 
Penny’s freshman year at FSU, she transferred to Gordon

class. Lucky was going into his senior year at FSU. They 
were friends, dated a little and then Lucky went to Gordon 
Conwell in Boston. They remained friends but were not 

dating. In Penny’s junior year, when Lucky was in his middle 
year in Boston, they began to date.  Penny said “We waited 

until we were 1500 miles apart to start dating!” They married 
the summer after they graduated.
