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As I write, I have just returned with two of our 

elders from Minneapolis and the Presbyterian 

Fellowship Gathering. It was a gathering of about 

2000 church leaders from all 50 states represent-

ing more than 860 congregations, to discern a 

way forward given the changes that have been 

made this year in the Presbyterian constitution, 

including the change in ordination standards and 

the replacement of the Form of Government with 

a New Form of Government.  These changes rep-

resent a radical departure from the prior under-

standings and statements made by the Presbyte-

rian Church throughout its history. They also  

represent serious challenges for conservative 

Presbyterians to navigate.  The Presbyterian Fel-

lowship is led by 7 pastors of some of the largest 

congregations within the PCUSA. They have 

been in ongoing discussion with the leadership of 

the General Assembly in seeking to explore faith-

ful ways forward for what now appears to be the 

conservative minority within the PCUSA.  

The Gathering was addressed by both the Stated 

Clerk and the Moderator of the General Assem-

bly.  These are serious times and serious people 

are trying to explore how to proceed. 

   A number of possible pathways were discussed.  

None are without difficulty. All will require a 

measure of pain and cost. Not all the proposed 

pathways actually exist or have been fully negoti-

ated into being at this time. Because our presby-

tery has had a conservative majority, it is not 

likely that there will be radical changes experi-

enced by our congregation immediately, but it is 

increasingly likely that the changes that came 

about this past year are not the last and their im-

pact will be felt here. 

   Your Session will explore the proposed path-

ways forward and explore which ways commend 

themselves to the elders and pastors.  It is likely 

that as a congregation we will have to engage in 

conversations about the future association and 

relationship of this congregation with the 

PCUSA. We have been consistent advocates for 

the historic understanding and interpretation of 

Scripture as „the only infallible rule of faith and 

practice.‟ We have not changed our minds or di-

rection but will need to explore how we can re-

late, going forward, to a denomination that is 

changing rapidly.

I have been enriched by relationships 

with colleagues with whom I agree but also, and 

perhaps especially, with colleagues with whom 

I disagree. I desire to keep these relationships in 

tact but I also have sworn to be faithful to Jesus 

Christ, as the Great Head of the Church and 

currently these two competing values are 

tearing at my heart, while at the same time, the 

priority of these competing values is clear.  

    My confidence is that while we have been in 

difficult places before, God has been faithful 

and has, in explicit and tangible ways, provided 

for this congregation. I do not believe that 

God‟s affection for this great church has 

diminished.  In the coming months the activities 

of the leadership of the Fellowship and the 

PCUSA will become clearer and we will 

communicate proposals to you.  I asked you in 

May for your patience and trust.  It looks to me 

that by January we should know what pathways 

and possibilities are before us. Thank you for 

your patience and your prayers, for it is within 

Christ, that we His body, shall discern

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   This past summer our church has been involved with two 
mission trips to Cuba that used the “Arts” as a way to 
communicate the Gospel.  In June, members of our choir 

traveled to Cuba to present the Gospel through music.  In both 
small and large churches, the Gospel was proclaimed in songs.  

This was obvious, but the Gospel was also lived out as the 
“global” church came together in worship. God‟s family was 
strengthened as sisters and brothers in Christ from different 

nations built relationships with one another.  In it all God was 
glorified. 
   In August a member of our church, Colleen Smith, took her 

dancers to Cuba and presented the Gospel through dance.  
Colleen is the Director of the 

Florida Classical Ballet 
Theatre. Through her vocation 
as a dance teacher and artistic 

director, Colleen mentors over 
200 students at her studio. This 
is her ministry!  She believes 

that it is important to use the 
arts, and especially dance, to 
reach others for Christ. Two 

years ago a group of dancers 
from her studio went to Budapest, Hungary, and worked with 

our mission partner, Steve Johnson. This summer a group of 
15 went to Cuba to work with our partners in the Reformed 
Presbyterian Church.  Pastor Dopico set up dance venues in 

small churches in Varadero and San Jose de los Ramos. Two 
theaters, one in Cardenas and one in Matanzas, were also 
included in the schedule.  The theater in Cardenas City had 

over 700 people in attendance. The last venue was a dance 
festival in the Episcopal Cathedral in Havana.  In all these 

places, the people of Cuba gathered to watch dancers share the 
Gospel through a piece called “Daily Graces.”   

In another dance, “The Heavens 
Declare”, God was praised and we 
were reminded of how God is glorified 

in all creation. Along with these 
pieces, two church members shared in 

ministry as well. Marshall Levin used 
mime to tell the story of Moses. 
Patrick Smith played classical guitar. 

   The final piece, Havana Danzon, was 

a tribute to 

the Cuban 
c u l t u r e .

people were encouraged.  One other interesting note about 

this trip was that the two principle dancers of Florida 
Classical Ballet Theatre are both Cuban.
